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SOURCE APPORTIONMENT of AIR QUALITY DATA—PHASE II 

JULY 2003
PURPOSE: The purpose of this project is to identify source types affecting visibility and fine particle concentrations at four Class I sites in the Northeastern and Midwestern US, and to evaluate contributions to light extinction on the 20% best and 20% worst visibility days. 

This project will examine in more detail four of the sixteen sites studied in Phase I (“Source Apportionment Analysis of IMPROVE and CASTNET Data – Phase I”, May 2002). This project is being conducted by Desert Research Institute under contract to MARAMA and LADCO.

DRI is using receptor modeling and other data analysis techniques to provide a better understanding of the sources identified as significant contributors to visibility impairment in the Phase I Source Apportionment Project. This project will focus on the following four IMPROVE sites: 

· Shenandoah National Park (VA)
· Washington (DC)
· Lye Brook Wilderness Area (VT)
· Boundary Waters Canoe Area (MN).
