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CALCULATION SHEET DEVELOPMENT PROJECT

JULY 2003

PURPOSE: The purpose of this project is to document methods for calculating 2002 emissions for select mobile and area source categories.  Originally, this project was to be completed by a contractor under the Emissions Inventory Development Contract, but the contractor provided a cost estimate that exceeded the available budget and was rejected by the work group.  The work group asked MARAMA to complete the source categories in-house.   

MARAMA is preparing calculation sheets, providing detailed instructions on how to use the calculation method, for the following source categories and pollutants:

Area Source Categories

Agricultural Production – Livestock – Cattle, Hogs, Poultry, and Other (NH3)

Agricultural Production – Crops – Tilling (PM10, PM2.5)

Agricultural Production – Crops –Fertilizer Application (NH3)

Fugitive Dust – Construction (PM10, PM2.5)

Fugitive Dust – Paved Roads (PM10, PM2.5)

Fugitive Dust – Unpaved Roads (PM10, PM2.5)

Fugitive Dust – Industrial – Mining and Quarrying (PM10)

On-site Incineration – Waste Disposal, Treatment, Recovery (PM2.5)

Open Burning – Residential Household and Yard Waste (PM10, PM2.5)

Open Burning – Land Clearing Debris (PM2.5)

Stationary Source Fuel Combustion – Commercial/Institutional (SO2)

Stationary Source Fuel Combustion – Industrial (SO2)

Stationary Source Fuel Combustion – Residential (SO2)

Wastewater Treatment (NH3)

Non-road Categories

Aircraft (PM10, PM2.5, NH3, SO2)

Commercial Marine (PM10, PM2.5, NH3, SO2)

Locomotives (PM10, PM2.5, NH3, SO2)

DELIVERABLES: Calculation sheets for five source categories have been completed; tilling, paved roads, land clearing debris, aircraft, and commercial marine.  Additional calculation sheets are available for comment on the MARAMA website until July 11, 2003; fertilizer application, unpaved roads, and 

residential household and yard waste.  The remaining calculation sheets will be completed over the next three months.

SCHEDULE:  MARAMA will complete half of the remaining source categories in August 2003, and the remainder by October 2003.  All categories will be finished by December 2003.

TECHNICAL OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE:  Sample calculation sheets have been provided by New Jersey and Maryland.  Thanks to the emissions inventory work group for reviewing MARAMA’s draft calculation sheets and providing feedback.
